I am thrilled that David OôConnor has agreed to lead our 
High Performance program for another four years as 
Technical Advisor.  David continues to develop success 
among the Canadian riders and we are looking forward 
to achieving our World Equestrian Games and Olympic 
goals.

The National Team program is progressing well with 
training sessions taking place since early February in 
Florida and California as riders prepare for the spring 
CCIs.  In anticipation of next yearôs World Equestrian 
Games in Lexington, Kentucky, the Canadian Eventing 
Committee will be assisting through technical leadership/
coaching, veterinary, and some ý nancial support to a 
number of our top international riders to compete in 
England this September in order to gain the critically 
necessary experience to be competitive with the best.

In 2008, the Canadian Eventing Committee established 
the Safety Committee chaired by former Olympian Peter 
Gray.  This committee has diligently followed the mandate 
of the FEI to make eventing safer at all levels which has 
resulted in several new rules and safety initiatives.  Peter 
will once again be leading the Safety Cross-Country 
Riding clinics in Ontario and New Brunswick during 2009 
as part of the safety program.

This will also be a very exciting year for coaches.  The 
new education and certiý cation program for the NCCP 
High Performance 1 Equestrian Coach (the program 
which will primarily replace NCCP Level 3) is in the 
ý nal piloting phase is expected to receive preliminary 
approval by the Coaching Association of Canada this 
fall.  CEC is very pleased to announce the 2009 National 
Coaching Symposium which will be held from November 
21-23 in Toronto.  Featured presenters include world-
class coaches George Morris, Ingrid Klimke and David 
OôConnor.  This is an opportunity not to be missed!

The 2009 Canadian Eventing competitions calendar 
includes 60 national competitions and three international 
FEI competitions.  The FEI competitions include CCI 
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3*/CCI 2*/ CCI 1* plus CIC 1* at Bromont, Quebec, 
from June 11-14; CIC 1* Cochrane, Ablerta, from June 
27-28; and CIC 3*-W World Cup Qualiý er and CCI 1* 
at Witôs End in Mansý eld, Ontario, from August 6-9.  
Details and entry information are included in the 2009 
Omnibus which has been mailed and is also posted in 
the eventing section of the Equine Canada web siteat 
www.equinecanada.ca.

The Eventing Ofý cials program led off with an Eventing 
Course Design seminar in New Brunswick in March.  
In addition, thanks to the generosity of Jump Canada, 
eventing ofý cials were invited to participate in the show 
jumping course design clinic held during the 2009 
Equine Canada Convention in February.  This is a 
valuable new resource for eventing ofý cials and the CEC 
sincerely hopes that the partnership with Jump Canada 
will continue.  The Eventing Ofý cials Course for Judges 
and Technical Delegates will be held June 12-14 during 
the CCI Bromont Three Day Event.

Recognizing that in order to maintain then grow and 
improve the sport and the programs, signiý cant funds 
are required.  In February 2009, the CEC secured the 
services of Greg Paull as Marketing and Fundraising 
Advisor.  Greg, who has been part of our High 
Performance Management Team for several years, has 
quickly initiated many exciting programmes and plans 
including the much anticipated launch of the Canadian 
Eventing Hall of Fame with a gala awards dinner on 
November 7 at the Metropolitan Hotel in Toronto.  We 
hope you will mark the date on your calendar and plan to 
attend as we honour some of our founding eventers and, 
of course, have a great party!
